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Finalize the script

• These are the things that the judges would like to see in 

your pitch:

➢ Name of your team

➢ What is your solution (what it is, who is it for, how to do it, 

how it is relevant)

➢ What is the exact problem or challenge that your solution 

is aiming to fix?

➢ How is your solution useful/relevant in solving the 

problem?

➢ How is it sustainable (environmental, social, economic)



Filming Your Pitch: 
Step by Step

• Prepare Your Script: Brief points, clear 
message.

• Positioning and Stabilization: Use stable 
surfaces or improvise a tripod to keep the 
phone steady. You can also easily stabilize 
your footage in CapCut.

• Recording Sound: Tips for getting the best 
possible sound with the phone's microphone 
(e.g., filming in quiet environments, speaking 
clearly).

• Lighting: Use the natural light from the sun to 
your advantage.
